1. Premessa

1 “6" International Livestock Farming Systems Symposium”, che

In many regions of Europe the potential of natural and/or traditional products
for improving livestock farming sustainability is currently under investigation.
Some development projects focus on the local organisation of the production
chain, others aim at locally integrated development, etc. Researchers are
developing a variety of approaches in support to their stakeholders. The
objective of the symposium in this topic is to establish an overview of the
diversity of the approaches developed and to assess the specificity of the
questions they raise in LFS research.

f) LFS tools in support to the enhancement of LFS sustainability from
traditional and natural products

Specific LFS research tools are being developed in the course of participative
research addressing the potential of natural and/or traditional products for the
enhancement of LFS sustainability. The objective of the symposium in this area
is to assess the array of know-how gained and the general interest of the

methodologies developed.

Publication

The symposium proceedings will be published under the auspices of the
European Association for Animal Production (EAAP). All papers (invited and
contributed papers, posters) will be refereed. Languages accepted for

publication to mention are English or French and English summary. Paper should
send by the 1st of November 2002 to the secretariat.

The official languages for the Symposium will be English; Italian and French will
be used as working languages
